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Super Patriotism 

-Government power is legitimate and citizens have a powerful obligation to obey the government laws and directions. 

Ex: For: Crito (Socrates was super patriotism)

Ex: against: the Dixie Chicks thought the war and Bush were wrong so they put Bush down at a concert in 

*I am not saying that one should not ever question the government; but just to obey the laws and directions given by the government. 

Political Cynicism:
-They reject Super Patriotism ideas.  They feel that the governments are only serving the interests of those who hold power. 

Ex: Thrasymachus- Plato’s Republic

Ex: V.I Lenin (Russian revolutionary who brought Communism to Russia and established Soviet Union.)

Anarchism:
-Anti-political philosophy


1. No government is legitimate
            2. No one has moral duty to obey the laws

            3. Human beings would be better without government

Ex: Peter Kropotkin

Ex:  Robert Paul Wolff
Critical Citizenship (See-Saw effect):

 (Does not give a straight answer)

* According to people who hold the critical citizenship view, some governments are legitimate ad some are not. 

Ex: Martin Luther king and the Letter from Birmingham Jail

· He was arrested for standing up for African Americans rights. He stood up for what he thought was lawful and went against the government. Was the law unlawful in what they did to African Americans? 
-Governments and laws cannot survive if everyone does what he or she wants to do. 

In conclusion we must ask ourselves two questions: 

1. What would happen to the United States if everyone went against the government?

2. What would happen to the United States and the United States government if everyone was for all the aspects of the government?

The United States needs all four of these types of citizenship to keep the balance and also to keep the government safe and secure with just enough power.
